2020 Joy W. Pope Memorial Grant in Human Services

Application Period: June 15 - September 15, 2019 | Award Date: January 2020
Summary of Program
The John William Pope Foundation seeks proposals for the 2020 Joy W. Pope Memorial Grant in the Arts and the 2020 Joy W. Pope Memorial Grant in Human Services. Each $100,000 one-time grant will fund one innovative arts project and one innovative human services project that creates sustained value and aligns with the principles and mission of the John William Pope Foundation. This competitive grant is open to any North Carolina nonprofit who serves North Carolinians. For this grant, innovation does not necessarily mean a new creation, though it may. An innovative project might also address how things could be done better (improving processes, procedures, equipment, facilities, etc.) or differently (expanding what is done to reach new populations). Regardless of the vehicle an innovative project takes, the end result is a quantifiable gain for the nonprofit and the people it serves. Previous grant recipients include Fayetteville Symphony Orchestra and Safelight/Dandelion (2016), Stecoah Valley Cultural Arts Center and Wesley Shelter (2017), Stokes County Arts Council and Haywood Pathways Center (2018), University of Mount Olive and ABC of NC (2019). About the John William Pope Foundation

The late John William Pope, Sr. was a WWII veteran, a retailer, and entrepreneur.  He took a small holding of five-and-dime stores and built Variety Wholesalers, Inc., the parent company of stores like Roses and Maxway. At John’s side - through business and philanthropic ventures alike - was his wife, the late Joy W. Pope. The John William Pope Foundation was established by the Pope family in 1986 with the mission to ensure future generations of North Carolinians have the opportunity to prosper. To accomplish this, the Pope Foundation makes grants to support public policy research, arts, human services, and education. The Joy W. Pope Memorial Grant program honors Joy’s lifelong commitment to philanthropic service, both within her state and her family foundation.
Focus and Eligibility
· The arts grant is designed for projects in visual arts, performing arts, and literary arts that serve the greater community. 

· The human services grant is designed for projects in employment/occupation preparation, skills training, youth development (including childhood literacy/wellness intervention), and crisis services (including abuse, hunger relief, housing, mental health, and addiction among others). This list is not exhaustive, however the human services grant is not intended for medical research.
· Any 501(c) 3 charitable organization in good standing with the IRS, based in North Carolina, and serving in-state residents is eligible to apply (no letter of inquiry or preapproval needed).
· Previous applicants, current grant partners, and former grant partners are all welcome to apply. 

Guidelines

· Organizations are limited to one project-specific proposal (not general support).

· Eligible projects include capital improvements (new or existing), program development and execution, equipment, and technology. This list is not exhaustive and other grant purposes will be considered.

· The grant is intended to either fully fund a project OR partially fund a project that will be finished or nearing immediate completion by December 31, 2020.
· The winning organization will be required to sign a grant agreement and will be asked to submit a final report on the project. 
Timeline

· Applications accepted: June 15 - September 15, 2019
· Committee review and board decisions: September 15 – December 1, 2019
· Selected organization notified/funds available: January 2020 

· Public announcement: January/February 2020
· Final report from selected organization due: January 2021
Assessment/Criteria
Pope Foundation staff reviews grant proposals. Recommendations for funding are presented to the board of directors. The board makes the final decision. High priority criteria considered include:
· Whether the project is consistent with the mission and values of the Pope Foundation.
· Whether the project meets a need or solves a problem better than before.

· Whether the project offers a creative solution that leads to a quantifiable gain for the organization and its clients (i.e. does it innovate).

· Whether the project is a good use of one-time funds.
· The likelihood that others will fund the project if costs continue past the first year (i.e. is there a funding plan?).

· Whether the budget is practical and necessary.

· Whether the organization executing the project has the necessary qualifications to do the work.

Application Process 

Applications can be submitted online or by mail (please choose one method only). The same information is requested in both online and paper applications.

If you choose to apply online

On JWPF.org, hover over the ‘Apply’ tab and choose the Joy W. Pope Application. The link will take you to an online application. You will enter all the information in Part A into the application.  You will attach/upload documents listed in Parts B & C. You will receive an automated confirmation email for your application and later a mailed confirmation letter.
If you choose to apply by mail 

Submit all paper applications via mail (postmarked by 9/15/19) to John William Pope Foundation, 4601 Six Forks Road, Ste 300, Raleigh, NC 27609. You will receive an emailed confirmation of receipt (applicant contact only). Paper applications should be submitted with the three parts described in detail above.

Review & Notification

The selected organizations’ president/CEO will be notified by phone around January 15, 2020. Organizations whose projects are not selected for funding will receive mailed notification by February 15, 2020.
